Budapest

The main sights of the twin cities
of Buda and Pest include HeroesO Squarg
a magnibcent reminder of HungaryOs inRuence
in the celebrated Austro-Hungarian Empire,
FishermanOs Bastion and Gellert Hill , all
of which offer panoramic views of the city.
After lunch, you can spend your time at
leisure or take a stroll along Danube River,
which pulses through the heart of Central and
Eastern Europe.
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Day 9

Budapest = Vienna
(Breakfast/Dinner)

After crossing the border into  Austria , arrive
in the beautiful city of Vienna otherwise
known as Wien. Embark on a city tour to view
signiPcant landmarks from Ringstrasse to
Opera House, Hofburg , Parliament Building ,
Town Hall and Burgtheater . The Burgtheater
was largely destroyed in a bombing raid in
1945 and 1 month later, on April 12, 1945, it
was further damaged by a bre of unknown
origin. Thereafter, head to a major Viennese
attraction, Schonbrunn Palace . Schonbrunn
Palace is a UNESCO World Heritage Site
and AustriaOs most visited attraction. This
Baroque synthesis of different arts, consisting
of a palace and gardens, has been in the
possession of the Habsburgs for centuries,

and has been restored to its orginal condition.
Note

Overnight accommodation may not be in Vienna
during festive and peak tourist seasons.

Day 10
